Italian Americans in Entertainment

Frank Sinatra, the Oscar, Emmy and Grammy-winning legend known as "The
Voice" and "The Chairman of the Board," was born in Hoboken, New Jersey in
1915 and died in 1998. He made more than 2,000 recordings, many movies,
and numerous television and cabaret performances as well as raised millions of
dollars for charities during his 60-year career.

One of Hollywood's most gifted directors, Frank Capra was born in Sicily in
1897, and spent his sixth birthday in steerage on a 13-day ocean voyage to
America. Although he is perhaps most famous for his film It's a Wonderful
Life, his film portfolio includes Mack Sennett and Our Gang comedies;
American Madness (1932), based on the life of banker A.P. Giannini; It
Happened One Night (1934) with Clark Gable and Claudette Colbert; and
Mr. Smith Goes to Washington, (1939) starring Jimmy Stewart. Capra won
three Academy Awards for Best Director and died in 1991.
